God, our shelter and our strength, you listen in love to the cry of 
your people: hear the prayers we offer for our departed brothers 
and sisters.

GOSPEL MEDITATION  
    My mother and father fell in love with each other rather quickly. It was on-
ly a span of two months between their first meeting and quiet betrothal. 
They waited for a significant period of time before going public with the hap-
py news. It simply wasn’t time. Love’s strength and speed can sprout scan-
dal in public. Until the big reveal, they gave the outside world only little hints, 
gestures, and riddles. 
    Something like this — but even more wonderful — is at play when Mark 
says of Jesus, “he did not speak to them without a parable, but to his 
disciples in private he explained everything.” Jesus is the long-awaited 
messiah-king, but his identity as the Lord and Son of God is so new, surpris-
ing, and scandalous to human ears that the big reveal would have to wait. 
Thus, his parables are riddles, meant to conceal more than reveal. Even the 
disciples — who hear things explained directly — barely grasp what he is up 
to. It’s only at the cross that Jesus’ love for Israel and the world is explicitly 
revealed. Until then, much stays hidden and comes in riddles. 
    So it goes with us, too. I wonder at times why doesn’t the Lord just speak 
to us directly in prayer about what we should do, or how to fix our problems. 
Or why doesn’t he reveal himself directly to powerful leaders who are slow 

to act? Why does he allow life so often to be confounding, contradictory, and crazy? Because it simply isn’t 
time yet. One glorious day, it will be. Until then, he teaches us in riddles, and only sometimes explains 
them.

    Tierra, semilla, dar fruto y cosecha son palabras claves en la parábola del Evangelio de este domingo.

    ¿Qué significan estas parábolas ahora en este tiempo? ¿A qué me invitan? Creo que, Jesús desea que 
maduremos en la fe para actuar conforme a los dones que nos ha regalado. El Señor espera mucho de cada 
uno de nosotros, porque nos ha dado las herramientas para trabajar. Y la herramienta principal es su Palabra 
sembrada en nuestros corazones, que silenciosamente crece por medio de la oración y la acción, para ense-
guida participar en la misión encomendada para lograr una sociedad más justa y comprometida. El modelo a 
seguir es Cristo, el alimento para el camino es la Eucaristía, que fortalece y santifica. Recordemos que, de lo 
pequeño, como la semilla de mostaza, Dios hace grandes cosas. ¿Qué ha hecho en mí para agradecerle? Lpi

“Chuyện Nước Thiên Chúa thì cũng tựa như chuyện một người vãi hạt giống xuống đất.

Vũ trụ tự nhiên vận hành thế nào, 
người ta còn “không biết” huống chi là “Nước Thiên Chúa”! Bài học ở đây là khiêm nhường, nhìn nhận Thiên 

Chúa, dành chỗ cho Ngài – không phải chỉ ở những chỗ mình không hiểu, không 
biết, mà là mọi chỗ trong đời ta.  
-Mời Bạn: Trong đức tin của Áp-ra-ham, của Đức Ma-ri-a, luôn có bao hàm yếu tố 
“không biết”: Áp-ra-ham lên đường mà không biết mình sẽ được dẫn đi đâu, không 
biết bằng cách nào mình đã già mà còn có thể trở thành cha của một dân tộc đông 
đúc. Đức Ma-ri-a không biết làm sao mình có thể thụ thai, rồi cũng không biết bằng 
cách nào “triều đại” của Giê-su, con mình, sẽ “sẽ vô cùng vô tận”! Phải chăng nhiều 
khi sự cố chấp đòi biết tường tận con đường là một cản trở không cho phép ta cất 
bước lên đường tiến tới những chân trời mới?
